





MOUNT ALEXANDER PLANNING SCHEME

= Not be located in windows that contribute to active building frontages.

= Be ofasize and height that is complementary to the built form of the development, site context
and surrounding streetscape and does not detract from road safety.

= Be integrated with the building form and avoid protruding above the parapet or roof line.

= Not be freestanding, unless its main function is for business identification purposes. Any
freestanding business identification signage must not exceed 2.5 metres in height and 900
millimetres in width.

4.0 Decision guidelines
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c73 Before deciding on an application, the responsible authority must consider, as appropriate:
= Whether the proposal achieves the design objectives and built form outcomes of this schedule.
« Comments from council’s heritage advisor, or any other council appointed urban designer.

= Whether the development makes a positive contribution to the identity and sense of place within
the gateway entrance to the Castlemaine Commercial Centre.

= Whether the design, form and layout of any proposed building and works enhances the physical
and visual relationship between the site and the existing street network in Castlemaine.

= Whether design solutions and site management procedures have been incorporated to minimise
amenity impacts the proposed development may have on nearby residential properties.
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
